In order to vote, you must be a US citizen, 18 years of age or older, and must have been a 

district resident for at least 30 days prior to the vote.  Eligible voters include those who have 

voted in federal, state, county or school district elections within the past four years, those 

who are registered with the Suffolk County Board of Elections and residents who registered 

during the school district’s registration period. 

 

Voter Registration 
If you are not already registered, district residents may register to vote at the District Office 

during regular school hours, 9:00 a.m. – 4:00 p.m. on days when school is in session 

through Thursday, May 16. 

         
Early Voter/Absentee Ballots 
Absentee & early voter ballots may be used by eligible voters for voting on the budget and 

board candidates.  Applications for ballots are available in the office of the district clerk and 

or download here (ballot). Applications must be received by May 14 in order for the ballot 

to be sent by mail to the voter.  Ballots must be received by May 21 at 5:00 pm in order to 

be counted. Persons designated by the Suffolk County Board of Elections as “permanently 

disabled” need not make an application, since they will automatically receive an absentee 

ballot by mail.
